One Family’s Story of Adoption with Generations

From Daniel and Kat: The adoption of our son Simon, from 
Uganda, has been the most faith building series of events in our 
whole lives.  We have had to follow God blindly for over a year, 
trusting His promise to us.  We have never before lived our lives in 
this manner; completely blindfolded, just trusting God.  And it was 
the most amazingly wonderful thing we have ever done.  There were 
high highs and low lows, but through it all, whether high or low, we 
learned to continue to trust our Lord and Savior and keep stepping 
out in faith that He would work all things out for good.

We had known that we would adopt someday, we were just waiting 
for God to make it clear when and where.  When Daniel went on a 
mission trip to Uganda in June God answered those questions for us 
when he met our son, Simon, at Sanyu Babies’ Home.  We began the 
adoption process immediately.  God was faithful and provided the 
answers and the finances we needed each step of the way.  He gave 
us what we needed on a need-to-know basis, which was very  
emotionally challenging for us, but grew our faith immensely.  It 
seems that we, as humans, are always most comfortable when we 
know what is coming around the next turn, and for us, this journey 
was a long serious of blind corners.  Living through a journey like 
that has strengthened our relationship with God in ways we never 
could have imagined.  We continuously prayed for His hand to keep 
guiding our process and for His peace to calm our anxious hearts.  

There were many times during our adoption process when it seemed 
that what God was asking of us was impossible or crazy, or both.   
But we continued to step out in faith, blindly following His lead.  
Looking back, it is amazing to see how our story came together  
perfectly in God’s timing.  

On Christmas Day, 2009, Simon arrived home to Colorado!  It 
was our own Christmas miracle, and the fulfillment of God’s 
promise to us.  It was the perfect ending to our journey of  
bringing Simon home and the perfect beginning for the next 
chapter of life as an adoptive family.

So many wonderful blessings came from our adoption.  The biggest 
blessing, and most obvious one, is Simon.  One of the other blessings 
was that we learned how very big our family in Christ is.  So many 
people stepped up to help us and be a part of this story in so many 
ways; from people we know very well all the way to complete  
strangers.  We received letters, emails, and calls from people all over 
the USA, some we didn’t even know personally, letting us know that 
they had heard our story and were praying for our adoption and for our 
family.  It was so humbling and encouraging to see that we are never 
alone as Christians.  We are all adopted; adopted into God’s family.

First Adoption Story From Uganda
A family contacted Generations to help them in adopting a 
child they met while in Uganda. We were blessed to help! 
This child is from a different baby home than the one we 
work with, but the process is the same. We are excited to 
begin printing these stories of the families God is creating 
through international adoption and Generations!

Daniel, Kat, Kade, Haniah, Elyse, and Simon

If someone had told us when we first heard the words “Generations Adoptions” that we  
would be holding our precious son Ryan in our arms less than one year later, we would have 
laughed and thought “impossible.”  Much like Sarah (Genesis 18: 10-15), our human minds 
could not grasp what God had planned for our family in such a short time.  We had been 
trying more than four years to conceive when God gave us our first son, Benjamin, through 
private adoption.  We had continued trying to become pregnant in the two years following his 
birth, but soon found out that this was not God’s plan to bring another child to our family.

We were referred to Generations Adoptions by a family that had recently adopted through 
them.  They enthusiastically shared their experience and directed us to the agency’s website.  
What impressed us most about Generations were their Statement of Faith and questionnaire 
about our faith experience.   It was so encouraging that the first thing they wanted to know 
about us was what the death and resurrection of Jesus Christ meant personally to us.  

By February 2009 we had completed all the requirements and were waiting.  We prayed that 
our baby was already being knit together in his or her mother’s womb.  We prayed that our 
birthmother would have peace as she made an adoption plan for her baby.  Our faithful God 
was already at work.  We were matched in April, and our son Ryan  was born in June.

As we look back on our experiencem several things stand out.  First, at our orientation class 
Cathy  Sones gave an exhortation that God has a specific plan for each family and knows the 
child He has for them.  She urged us not to compare ourselves with other waiting families.  
There is truth and wisdom in these words.  We worried that a birthmother would gravitate 
toward families with a certain career or toward families waiting for their first child.  However, 
when we met Ryan’s birth family and asked them what drew them to us, their answer surprised 
us.  Jeff owns a residential remodeling business and does much of the work himself.  Ryan’s 
birth family really liked the idea of Ryan learning how to build and fix things alongside his 
daddy.  This is our desire for our boys as well.  God did indeed ordain this child to be a part of 
our family.  Our boys even look alike!

In addition, as we look back we are struck by the blessing of an open adoption.  We have a 
very open relationship with our first son’s birth family.  Though we didn’t know them well 
when Benjamin was born, the relationship has evolved into both sides considering each other 
family – we even got invited to the family reunion this year!  We were curious and a little  
anxious about how another open adoption would look.  Would it be complicated now that 
there were two sets of birth families?  Our relationship with Ryan’s birthmother and birth-
grandmother is very different but just as rewarding.  It gives us great comfort to know that 
both our boys will have access to their birth families and will hear firsthand how their story 
began and that they were loved from the start.  They won’t have to wonder what their birth 
family is like, who they look like, or what their history is. We are grateful their birthmothers 
have an opportunity to know their child.  We hope that their decision to make an adoption 
plan for their baby is affirmed as they see him grow up in our family.  We have the same fears 
about open adoption as many families do, so we pray for wisdom and compassion as we move 
forward in these relationships and trust God with the outcome.

We would like to express our deepest respect and gratitude for the ministry of Generations 
Adoptions.  We are moved each month by their prayer request list, which demonstrates their 
dependence on and trust in the Lord to provide all they need.  We admire their passion for 
their mission.  We are so grateful that this group of people who love the Lord are the ones 
who come alongside birth families and serve them tirelessly, driving thousands of miles and 
hours a year to do so.  We join with many in prayer that God would sustain and bless them  
for their role in protecting the precious lives carried by the birthmothers they serve.

We would also like to thank every person and 
business that provides financial support to 
Generations.  The chart at the 2009 Hope Gala 
showing that 30% of Generations’ budget is 
sustained by giving, demonstrates that this is 
a ministry, not just an agency.   Without your 
financial support, that portion of the budget 
would have to be covered by additional adoption 
fees, which would hinder Generations from  
fulfilling their goal of making adoption  
affordable for the average Christian couple.  
Financially speaking, adoption was a stretch for 
us, but Generations’ low fees put adoption  
within our reach.

As Tracy studied John 11 this week, she was 
confronted with a thought-provoking question.  
Why did Jesus tarry two days knowing that 
Lazarus, whom He loved, was dying?  A  
teaching leader shared this truth:  “God’s 
delays are not always denials, but opportunities 
for His glory to be seen.”  When Jesus arrived 
Lazarus had been dead for four days.  This left 
no question that when Lazarus was raised from 
the dead it was God’s doing and the glory was 
His alone.  This is a hard truth to receive for 
families that have been waiting years to hold 
their child in their arms.  Take heart that our 
faithful God is already at work for every family 
seeking adoption.  Tracy looks at the website 
often and prays for the waiting families and for 
their birthmothers.  We rejoice when pictures 
and profiles are no longer there, knowing that it 
may mean a match was made.   May God alone 
be glorified as Generations Adoptions faithfully 
continues the work God has given them.
